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This year, our ecumenical Lent groups will
have something of a different feel.

Bishop Tom has produced a book of daily
reflections for Lent based on the Gospel Ac-
cording to St Luke, with the intention that we
all spend a few minutes each day reflecting
on a short passage from the Gospel, and
then meet up weekly to share what has oc-
curred to us during those quiet times with
God.

We intend that each person or family who
attends our churches will be given a copy of
the book and encouraged to use it - this
means that even if you can’'t be part of a
group, or don’'t want to, you can still partici-
pate in this “Big Read”.

We are giving the books out free - if you want
to help the parish to cover the costs of this,
please do, but we are not asking you to pay
for your books in order to have them. We
have benefitted from a generous bulk dis-
count on ordering the books, which means
we are getting them at less than half the pub-
lished price. We feel it's important that each
person gets the chance to join in with the big
Read, regardless of whether they’'d have
been able to pay for a book.

The important thing though isn’t paying for
the books. The important thing is reading
them, and using the daily reflections and
prayer time as a way to let God guide you
through Lent. Having the shared discussions
about what God has been saying to us during
these times is also very important, and can
only help us to grow.

As usual, there will be lists of venues and
times where these groups will meet. Do join a
group, or even add to the list by organising
an extra group - do remember to let us know
if you do that, so we can publicise yours too!

And have a blessed Lent with Luke!
