| got to know Doreen and Bill when SJB became a Church within the Team when it was set up in August
1976. Like me, they quickly absorbed the principles of Team Ministry and were very keen to see it work. Also
like me, they were almost schizophrenic in their desire to be involved in all things (but realized over the years
that you cannot come to or do everything!)

Doreen was involved with Crosstalk from its inception and her job (so she told me) was to “cut and
paste”, and she became excellent over the years in setting out the articles and fitting them in. | joined her
when | retired in1990 and, would you believe it, | was to be the “tea maker”! | was quickly drawn into “the
second Tuesday of the month” and before | knew it, | became the collector and writer of articles, and Doreen
continued as “cutter and paster”. We made a good team but | could never persuade Doreen to write for
Crosstalk. In the early 90's we were always invited to have lunch with the Luncheon Club run by Vera Cam-
eron and her group of ladies — a welcome break during a busy day. Doreen was a mine of information and
we both got on well together.

After Bill died tragically on holiday, Doreen moved to Ponteland and used to travel down to Jarrow to
continue her attendance at St.Peter's Church; to do Crosstalk; and to become a legendary part of Luke’s
Lane School, where she was greatly loved by children and staff. All done on a voluntary basis and | never
ever heard her say “I think I'll give up” because obviously she enjoyed all she did.

When Crosstalk became computerized, Doreen and | became redundant and so Tuesdays once a
month became free days for me but Doreen continued at Luke’s Lane but not so regularly at St. Peter’'s as
she had a good Parish church near to where she lived and to which it seemed sensible to go — especially
when you are getting on in years! Although Doreen never looked her age and was always immaculately
dressed and bejewelled. She loved life and lived it to the full. She was a shopaholic (according to daughter
Peta) and loved holidays as much as shopping — “Have case, will travel”.

Latterly her health wasn’t too good, but | was sure that we would see in her goth birthday in April 2010.
Sadly this was not to be, although we were able to see and hear about her receiving the MBE from the
Queen — a very proud moment for us all to share in. Her family will miss her greatly and so will we. Restin
Peace Doreen — you deserve the joys of Heaven.
