Rest eternal grant unto them, O Lord, 
and let light perpetual shine upon them.
May they rest in peace, and rise in glory. Amen.
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This was an open meeting held at St Peter's Church, Harton on Tuesday 15th June.  It was led by Revd. Canon Cathy 
Rowling, the Principal of the Lindisfarne Training Partnership which was set up early last year.  Cathy gave a brief 
outline of her previous work before taking on the role of principal at Lindisfarne.  

Cathy began the study, by citing instances from the Old Testament when Israel was in exile and how they managed to 
cope in such adverse conditions.  The effects of this gave rise to a deepening of their faith as opposed to assimilation 
into the ‘host’ culture.  With this in mind, similarities were noted between the Israelites’ experiences and those found 
today by individual Christians and the Church.  Moving on from this, we were asked to consider and explore questions 
individually and collectively such as: How do we sing the Lord's song in a strange land?  How do we pray?  How do 
we worship?  How do we praise God?  How do we manage in both difficult and good times to stay faithful?   Break-
ing into small groups and with the aid of a seven point plan, we were asked to focus on two biblical passages: Psalm 
137 and  Ephesians 1: 11 – 13.   

Psalm 137 
  “By the rivers of Babylon we sat down and wept when we remembered Zion.
  As for our lyres, we hung them up on the willows that grow in that land. 
  For there our captors asked for a song, our tormentors called for mirth: 
  'Sing us one of  the songs of Zion.' How shall we sing the Lord's song in a strange land?
  If I for get you, O Jerusalem, let my right hand forget its skill.
  Let my tongue cleave to the roof of my mouth if I do not  remember you, 
  if I set not Jerusalem above my highest joy.
  Remember, O Lord, against the people of Edom the day of Jerusalem,
  how they said, 'Down with it, down with it, even to the ground.'
  O daughter of Babylon, doomed to destruction, 
  happy the one who repays you for all your have done to us:
  Who takes your little one, and dashes them against the rock”  

 This psalm was written when the Israelites were in exile in Babylon.  It is known as an imprecatory psalm and asks 
God to visit their enemies with judgement.  The words of this psalm are not pleasant and it seeks revenge for the op-
pressed.  It was understandable that our group should question the use of such psalms by Christians in the light of the 
New Testament.  However, we need to remember that Israel had only the Old Testament and so the psalm does not 
feel fully Christian.  They had no knowledge of Jesus who said, 'Father forgive them, for they do not know what they 
are doing.'  Such psalms are good models of honesty in prayer.  If we feel a certain way, it is appropriate to tell this to 
God in prayer and not try to hide it!  God requires honesty.    

Ephesians 1:11 – 23.

� In Christ we have also obtained an inheritance, having been destined according to the purpose of him who accomplishes all 
things according to his counsel and will, so that we, who were the first to set our hope on Christ, might live for the praise of his 
glory.  In him you also, when you had heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation, and had believed in him, were marked 
with the seal of the promised Holy Spirit; this is the pledge of our inheritance towards redemption as God's own people, to the 
praise of his glory.
I have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love towards all the saints, and for this reason I do not cease to give thanks 
for you as I remember you in my prayers.  I pray that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give you a spirit 
of wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, so that, with the eyes of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the 
hope to which he has called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the saints, and what is the immeasurable 
greatness of his power for us who believe, according to the working of his great power.  God put this power to work in Christ 
when he raised him form the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly places, far above all rule and authority and 
power and dominion, and above every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the age to come.  And he has put all 
things under his feet and has made him the head over all things for the church, which is this body, the fullness of him who fills all 
in all.”

In contrast to the psalm our group found Ephesians 1:11 – 13 overflowing in God's grace and mercy.  Thus filling us 
with words of hope, joy, the assurance of salvation and the riches of our spiritual heritage in our Lord Jesus Christ.  
Also affirmation of our anointing by God's Holy Spirit!  
The groups came together to present their findings and the evening concluded with prayer.  A very interesting, and 
reflective evening.
